STP STUDENT SPEAKER AWARD WINNER SELECTED AT ACVP MEETING

The second annual Society of Toxicologic Pathology (STP)
Student Speaker Award competition was held in the Toxicologic
Pathology Specialty Section at the concurrent meetings of the
American College of Veterinary Pathologists (ACVP) and the
American Society for Veterinary Clinical Pathology (ASVCP) in
Savannah on November 11, Tzuyin Lin (The Ohio State University)
was selected the winner for her presentation entitled "The Novel
HSPI0 Inhibitor STA9090 Exhibits Activity Against Kit Dependent
and Independent Malignant Canine Mast Cell Tumors [Abstract
#192]." Dr. Lin received free registration to the next STP meeting
(Hyatt Regency Embarcadero, San Francisco) plus a $1,000 cash

award to be used for lodging and travel to the meeting. Thanks
are extended to our judges for the competition: Brian Berridge
(GlaxoSmithKline), Eric Blomme (Abbott Laboratories) and Eric
Schultze (Eli Lilly and Company). The third annual STP Student
Speaker Award competition will be held at the concurrent meetings
of the ACVP and ASVCP to be held at the Henry B. Gonzalez
Convention Center and the Hilton Palacio del Rio Hotel in San
Antonio, on November 15-19, 2008. We hope to see you there!

STUDENT TRAVEL AWARDS OFFERED FOR SAN FRANCISCO MEETING

The Society of Toxicologic Pathology (STP) is pleased to announce
the 2008 STP Student Travel Awards, developed to encourage students
to pursue careers in the field of Toxicologic Pathology, to promote
interactions between students interested in Toxicologic Pathology and
potential mentors, and to expose such students to current research in
this field. Student travel award recipients will receive free registration
and a $1,000 stipend to be used for lodging and travel to the 27th
Annual Symposium of the STP, as well as a complimentary student

membership to the STP for 2009.

The student travel award will be given to ten graduate students
working in the field of experimental or toxicologic pathology. Student
award recipients will be selected by judges from abstracts submitted
to the STP. All recipients will be required to present a poster at the
Symposium and several trainees will be asked to give an additional
short oral presentation concurrent with scientific sessions.

To be eligible to compete for this award, trainees must be graduate
students working in the field of experimental or toxicologic pathology
or a related discipline (to include veterinary students, pathology

residents [veterinary or medical] and/or MS or PhD students), and
must be available to travel to San Francisco to attend the meeting.
Candidates who have completed their graduate studies within 12
months of the application date will also be eligible.

Abstracts are limited to 250 words and must describe original
work of the competitor involving clinical or experimental research
that relates to experimental or toxicologic pathology. The abstract
may include in vitro or in vivo studies. The travel award selection will
be determined by an independent panel of STP member judges and
will be based on the scientific content and impact of the research, and
composition and clarity of the abstract. Students must also submit a
Travel Award application, letter of nomination, CV and Statement
of Career Goals. Forms and instructions may be found online at

The recipients of the STP Student Travel Awards will be recognized

at an Awards Ceremony prior to the Annual Business Meeting during
the Annual Symposium.

The Society wishes to thank Wanda Haschek-Hock (University of Illinois) and James Moe, for their outstanding service on the
ACVP/STP Coalition for Veterinary Pathology Fellows Board of Governors. They have served for three years as STP representatives and Dr.

Hascheck-Hock also served as Secretary-Treasurer of the group. Their terms expire at the end of December.

The Division of Intramural Research, Laboratory of Experimental
Pathology (LEP) is seeking a highly motivated veterinary pathologist
with expertise in toxicologic pathology in support of National
Toxicology Program (NTP) rodent toxicology and carcinogenicity
studies and the research of NIEHS Intramural investigators. The
LEP is within the National Toxicology Program (NTP), National
Institutes of Environmental Health Sciences, National Institutes
of Health (NIH). The NTP is an interagency program and
world leader whose mission is to evaluate agents of public health
concern by developing and applying the tools of modern pathology,
toxicology and molecular biology.

As head of Investigative Pathology in LEP, the selected candidate
will lead a group that will focus on addressing mechanisms of disease
in short term and long term toxicology and carcinogenesis studies.
In this position, the pathologist will (1) initiate NTP collaborative
research with other scientists in the Division of Intramural Research,
(2) lead multidisciplinary research teams to address NTP/NIEHS
issues, (3) have access to cellular and molecular biology laboratories
and (4) be a representative of the LEP and NTP/NIEHS at national

and international meetings.

Minimum qualifications include (1) DVM or equivalent
veterinary degree, (2) specialty board certification in anatomic
pathology by the American College of Veterinary Pathologists or
equivalent college. Additionally, at least three years experience in
toxicologic pathology, molecular biology, and/or a PhD degree with
prior research experience are preferred.
