James Robert Maitland Innes
1903 - 1974

It is my sad duty to report that J. R. M. Innes, D.Sc., Ph.D.,
M.R.C.V.S., Sc.D. (Cantab), F.R.C. Path., died on December
21, 1974. The scientific community loses one of the world's
outstanding pathologists, Those who knew Dr. Innes
personally and had had the privilege of working with him will
miss his wonderful personality, his valuable criticism, his vast

Dr. Innes served the Society of Pharmacological and
Environmental Pathologists since 1971 and was one of the
original nine officers and councillors who signed the document
of incorporation.
